Background

Portfolio assessment of teachers’ IT skills. Definition of portfolio.

IT in education – saving time, 

Gradually incorporating Internet into teaching using Internet versions of existing practices, but doing them better.

Problems with assessment via net – can’t guarantee the identity of the user unless in controlled environment such as an exam hall or classroom. Even then students can cheat e.g. by communicating using ICQ.

Opportunity for using net for individualisation – hyperlinks for further study
