Procedure:

Pre-Computer Work

· Pre-teach any vocabulary necessary for using the WebSites

· Brainstorm destinations learners would like to visit
(Or ask learners to choose them for homework prior to the lesson)
· Learners prepare specific questions that they would like to know about the places
· Elicit some areas for comparing destinations. E.g. Weather, Places to visit, Dangers
learners could prepare a chart to fill in

Computer Work

· Learners, perhaps working in groups, use the recommended WebPages and any others they wish, to find answers and make notes about the destinations

Post Computer Work

· Groups present their decision with justification to each other or to the whole class
· Role play where Ls visit a travel agent to book their holiday, booking forms could be filled in during the computer work if a chart isn’t used.

Lesson Outline – example 2

Topic:
Jobs – Just the Job

Aim:
To practise vocabulary connected with jobs and employment.  To compare requirements and conditions for the same job in different countries.

Level:
Intermediate - Advanced

Time:
60 Minutes

Procedure:

	Pre-computer work:
	1. Elicit from learners as many different job titles as you can.  Add any important ones that they miss.

2. Ask them to choose one job title each and to guess, for their own country and for the target country:
– What qualifications are needed to get such a job?
– What is involved in doing the job?
– What the pay would be for such a job (Nb. experience)
– Where most jobs are likely to be located

	Computer work:
	3. Put Learners searching for the same kind of job in pairs or 3s

4. Tell them to search on some of the sites and to answer the questions, perhaps a worksheet would help learners to organise the information they find.  They may also need to visit other sites, for example to convert currencies of two different countries, or to look up a word they don’t know using an online dictionary.

	Post computer work:
	5. Discuss the findings including the differences between the two countries.  For example, what are the relative costs of living in the two countries? Is the same job in a different location a better deal?

	Variations:
	6. As follow-up learners can:
– Make further enquiries via professional organisations
– Research the cost-of-living of the two countries
– Find out more about the town/city where the jobs are located

Lesson Outline – example 3

Topic:
Festivals – Bonfire Night

Aim:
To practise reading for detail and spotting mistakes in language and information

Level:
Intermediate

Time:
40 Minutes

Procedure:

	Pre-Computer work:
	1. Introduce the topic of festivals and elicit some from the learners’ own country and see which foreign ones they know.

2. Introduce or elicit the story of Guy Fawkes and then ask learners what they know about Bonfire Night in Britain.

3. Tell Ls to read a letter written by someone who was in Britain during Bonfire Night, they read to check their ideas from above.

4. Ask them to read the letter again to see if they can find any mistakes in the language

	Computer work:
	5. Learners go to the encyclopedia WebSites and in groups search for information on Guy Fawkes and Bonfire Night.  Tell them that the letter they have read contain 3 factual mistakes and they have to find them.

	Post computer work:
	6. Learners then regroup and check the information which they think is wrong.

7. They can also tell each other what extra information they found.

	Variations:
	8. Use the same procedure as described above but for a different festival.  For example, There is an article about the Chinese New year at the following WebSite:

Before bonfire night, children display their 'Guys' in the street, and ask passers-by 'a penny for the Guy' - in other words, they want money, and usually more than a penny!
